Some tried a feeder out to the far bank tree snags with limited success, others tried and caught on a big waggler. But it was Steve B whose 9m pole line produced the best weight with roach and bits on maggot then, in the last hour or so, a switch to hemp on the hook bringing a few more pounds of quality roach.

Stan was second with a mixed bag, mostly caught in close on caster but did include an hours worth of bleak (if you can get past ‘em, catch ‘em). Dan’s catch was similar and Paul sat it out on near bank chopped worm tactics to get a few small perch and that nice tench.
